Lectures And Recitals Highlight Week’s Activities

“The Magic
Of The Met”

Mrs. John Dewitt Pelzt, a direc-
tor of the Metropolitan Opera
Guild and Archivist of the Metro-
politan Opera Association, will
lecture at Hollins on Thursday at
8:15 in Bradley.

Mrs. Peltz will speak on “The
Magic of the Met.” To accompany
her lecture, she will show slides
which illustrate her topic.

For 21 years Mrs. Peltz was edi-
tor of the Opera News, the of-
ficial publication of the Metropol-
itan Opera Guild. During that
time, she guided its growth from
a one-page edition to its present
size and circulation of over 60,000.
She has also written or edited sev-
eral books dealing with the Metro-
politan, the latest of which is
The Magic of Opera.

Edmund G. Wright, chairman of
the Hollins music department, ex-
pects that the lecture will be well
attended since the opera course is
one of the most popular on cam-
pus. Since there have been propo-
sals for doing away with the
Metropolitan, Mr. Wright suggests
that Mrs. Peltz’s topic might in-
clude an appeal for keeping it in-
tact.

Dancing
In Chapel

Two Psalms, an original dance
composition by Sally Graupner,
senior drama major, will be pre-
sented for chapel tomorrow in
the Little Theater.

Sally took the idea for this
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dance, her senior project, from
the second and third movements
of Stravinsky's Symphony of
Psalms. These two movements in
Stravinsky’'s work are concerned
with Psalms 39 and 150 in the Vul-
gate version of the Bible.
Although the movement is not
in any way pantomimic, the action
of the dance does follow the
thoughts expressed in Psalm 39 as
basic structure, with those of
Psalm 150 interposed at an appro-
priate point. Asked the meaning
behind this structure, Sally said
that “each person must find his
own interpretation.” As for her-
self, she said, “I listen to the
musie, see pictures, and then do
it.” It is interesting that, although
Stravinsky did write several
pieces for dance composition, he
did not originally intend this to
be one of them.
There have been several such
dance programs since 1960. In ref-
erence to what Miss Levine calls

“new tradition,” she says that
“when students find that there is
a need for it and that they speak
to this need, then their work will
achieve more relevance. I feel
that some of the greatest art pro-
jects have come out of an atmos-
phere where art serves the com-
munity.”

Mr. Kalif will be available for
individual conferences Thursday
and Friday, March 10 and 11, in
Bradley 107. His hours are post
ed on the office door. Mr. Kalif
will counsel students on the pros-
pects of employment and field
work before graduate school.
